MANNHEIM & HEIDELBERG “NON-OP” POLICY  (08Sep00)
	IAW USAREUR Reg 190-1, para 3-8b, requests for non-operational registration over 3 months require the approval of the ASG/BSB commander.  To maintain a POV non-operational, the owner will park the POV on US controlled proper as designated by the ASG/BSB commander or on property owned or rented by the POV owner. The POV will not be parked or operated on any public highway, public area, family housing area, or military installation (except in designated non-operational parking areas).


Customers assigned to, reside or employed within the geographic boundaries of the Mannheim (293d BSB) and Heidelberg (411th BSB) Communities must comply with the current Non-Operational (non-op) Privately Owned Vehicle (POV) policy. Non-operational vehicles without license plates cannot be parked in housing or Kaserne areas.  They must be parked in designated non-op parking areas.

Heidelberg Community (APO’s: 007, 014, 042, 063, 081, 095, 099, 100, 102 & 266)

require that customer has unit commander approval prior to registering POV non-operational.  POV’s must be parked at the Tompkins Barracks Non-Op Lot or property owned/rented by POV owner.  Signature of approving authority must be on an application or memorandum.

Mannheim Community (APO’s: 028, 056, 058, 086, 166, 183 & 267) requires that customer has unit commander (military) or activity supervisor (civilians), local Installation Coordinator’s (IC) approval, and the Director of Logistics (DOL) approval prior to registering POV non-op.  Customer must coordinate with the Installation Coordinator (IC) of the installation where POV will be parked or DOL for parking on property owned/rented by POV owner.
