SUBJECT:  TSC-Mannheim, 7th ATC Standing Operating Procedures  (SOP) for Lampertheim Local Training Area (LTA).

l.  TC 25-8, Training Ranges.

2.  Purpose:  This SOP prescribes policies and procedures for range and training operations under control of the TSC-Mannheim, 7th ATC.
3.  Applicability and Scope:



a.  This SOP applies to all personnel and units that utilize ranges, training areas and facilities in the LTA.  In case of conflict with army regulations or host nation laws and/or regulations, the more stringent requirements will apply.


b.  This SOP identifies safety requirements and establishes procedures for requesting and using all ranges, training areas, and training facilities within the Local Training Area of operation (The term LTA refers to all live-fire ranges, bivouac sites, etc…). 

4.  Concepts:  This SOP will ensure the availability, proper usage, safety of the LTA facilities, Ranges and training areas by establishing clear understandable procedures for scheduling and use of the LTA facilities.  The TSC-Mannheim, 7th ATC, Range Control retains responsibility for the LTA.  As such, Range Control is tasked by the TSC-Mannheim, 7th ATC, Commander to ensure that measures in this SOP are strictly adhered to.
5.  Mission:  To provide Local Training Area resources (terrain and facilities) to military units to enhance unit readiness; and enable units to develop and sustain proficiency in maneuver, marksmanship, and leadership skills.

6.  Responsibilities:  

a.  Chief, TSC-Mannheim, 7th ATC: Maintains operational control and establishes policy for all operations within the Local Training Area.
b.  Range Control, Operates and oversees maintenance of LTA, supervises and inspects units training in the LTA to ensure compliance with this SOP and all applicable regulations, and schedules facilities, ranges and training areas.

c.  Commanders, Using Units:  Schedule facilities, ranges and training areas IAW this SOP; designate Officers in charge (OICs) and Safety Officers as required. Ensure that their OICs have in their possession while at the LTA applicable Training Manual's (TM's) and Field Manual's (FM'S) for weapons systems; ensure their subordinate elements comply with this SOP and pertinent regulations.

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Annex A (Scheduling) to TSC-Mannheim, 7th ATC
1.  Purpose:  This annex prescribes procedures for scheduling ranges, training areas and facilities in the Local Training Area (LTA).

2.  Facilities Available:  Annex C, Appendix 3, para 4a provides a detailed description of each facility and training area.

3.  Scheduling: 

    a.  No activities of any type will be conducted in the LTA without prior approval from Range Control.

    b.  Range Conferences:


   (1)  Quarterly Range Conference.  A quarterly range conference will be conducted on the 2d Wednesday of the second month of each quarter, 1300 hours at Range Control. Authorized representatives from each using unit can schedule events and training areas for the next quarter based on their long range training calendars at this conference.

        (2)  Authorized Representative.  The only representative authorized to coordinate for training facilities is a Bn S-3 at battalion or higher and Commander at separate companies and detachments.  He/she must submit a Delegation of Authority memorandum (see Annex I, Tab 2, for details) indicating unit personnel by name, to schedule or cancel facilities (see Annex I).  The memorandum will be limited to no more than five names for battalion-sized units and three names for separate companies/detachments.  The Delegation of Authority memorandum must be updated every twelve (12) months or upon a change of the battalion/unit S-3 or Commander's of separate companies/detachments. Units not providing this memorandum will not be allowed to train in the LTA.


4.  Procedures:
    a.  Written requests for special training, (i.e. ARTEP, FTX, etc.) may be submitted to the Chief of Range Control at any time.  Short notice requests can be done at any time on a space available basis.  Telephone requests for training areas or facilities will not be honored, all requests will be by FAX or e-mail IAW procedures outlined in Annex I.

    b.  Cancellations must be received in writing (See Annex I).  Telephonic cancellations must be followed up in writing within 1 working day in order to allow other units to schedule.  Units will sign for training facilities and be briefed 2 working days prior to date of scheduled training.  The LTA manager will cancel training areas/facilities that have not been signed for by 1200 hours 2 working days prior to date of training. 

    c.  NLT five (5) working days after the quarterly range conference, Range Control will send copies of the next quarter’s LTA schedule to any participating unit upon request.

    d.  Range Control will not schedule two units simultaneously for the same facility.  Units desiring to share facilities must mutually coordinate.  A Joint Coordination Memorandum signed by the authorized S-3 representatives of both units must be submitted to range Control prior to approval being given to the gaining unit (See Annex I).

5.  Signing for Facilities: 
   a. Live Firing Ranges and NBC Chamber:  LTA certified OIC and Safety Officer will report together to Range Control (Bldg. 50, Coleman Barracks) with a memorandum signed by an authorized representative of the S-3/Sep Co (see Annex I) to sign for the facility and receive a final safety briefing.  At this briefing, the OIC will receive the following:



(1) Range Packet with LTA SOP



(2) 1:50,000 Map (Mannheim)



(3) LTA Map enclosed in plastic 



(4) Red Range Flag (if required)


(5) Special Instructions/Safety Requirements
    b.  Training Areas and Obstacle Course:  LTA certified OIC (SSG or above) will report to range control with memorandum signed by authorized representative of the S-3/Sep Co (See Annex I) to sign for the area and receive a final safety briefing.  At this briefing, the OIC will receive the following:



(1) Range Packet with LTA SOP



(2) 1:50,000 Map (Mannheim)



(3) LTA Map enclosed in plastic  



(4) Special Instructions/Safety Requirements

    c.  Units failing to conduct prior coordination with Range Control or attempting to utilize unscheduled facilities will be required to leave the LTA immediately.

    d.  NO-SHOWS:  Units that fail to cancel and/or sign for reserved training areas/facilities NLT 48 hours prior to use, will be considered no-shows. Unit commanders will be notified accordingly.  However, providing that the training area/facility is available the unit can then sign for the area on the day of training

Annex B (Administrative Policies and Procedures) to TSC-Mannheim, 7th ATC
1.  Purpose:  This annex prescribes administrative policies and restrictions at the LTA.  Units training in the LTA must be familiar with the provisions of this Annex.

2.  Communications:
    a.  The Range Safety radio net is 47.30 FM. Range Control operates a range safety radio net for controlling range firing and for EMERGENCY communications with each training area.  Unit call signs on the Range Safety Net will be the area/range occupied (e.g. “Range Control this is TCT Range”).

    b.  Communications Failure.  Communications must be maintained at all times between firing or maneuvering units and Range Control.  Live fire facilities will make communications checks every hour. (Loss of communications with Range Control by firing units requires an immediate cease-fire until communications are re-established)  Units occupying training areas for maneuver/bivouac are not required to make communications checks; however, the using unit must monitor the radio net at all times.  Permission to enter the LTA, occupy the training area and request for clearance will be accomplished via FM communications.   

    c.  Frequency Use and Security.  The Range Control frequency (47.30 FM) will be used only to communicate with Range Control.  Units will use internal frequencies and call signs for all internal communications.  Communications must be conducted in a tactical manner.  Only actual emergency messages will be relayed by Range Control to or from a unit's base.

    d.  Approval by Range Control is needed prior to entry into the training area for a Recon, regardless of size of unit/element size.

3.  OIC/NCOIC Certification/Decertification:

  a. All OICs and NCOICs must be Lampertheim LTA certified and be recertified every 12 months.  A briefing and orientation is held the first and third Tuesday of every month.  The class will discuss this SOP and other 

appropriate regulations and policies.  Commanders are requested to ensure sufficient number of Officers and NCOs, SSG and above, are LTA certified to insure maximum knowledge of the LTA SOP requirements and restrictions.

    b.  The Chief of Range Control may decertify any OIC/NCOIC in violation of this SOP.  For serious violations, unit re-certification will require a written request to TSC-Mannheim Chief, by the first O-4 in the violator’s chain of command.

4.  Range Patrols:  Range Safety patrols visit units to ensure proper and safe use of training facilities.  Patrols will also check range guards, communications, police/sanitation and compliance with safety procedures and requirements.  The patrols will report their findings to the Range Manager.  If major violations occur, TSC-Mannheim, 7th ATC will require a report of corrective action taken by the unit commander concerned.  Range Patrols have the authority to stop units from training for safety violations pending correction or resolution of the problem by Chief of Range Control or the TSC-Mannheim, 7th ATC.
5.  Alcoholic Beverages/Illegal Drugs:  The transport, storage or consumption of alcoholic beverages of any kind in any training facility, area or range in the LTA is strictly forbidden.  Units found in violation of this provision will be required to submit a Report of Investigation/ Corrective Action taken to Range Control.

6.  Vehicles and Road Restrictions:
1. Vehicle Road Restrictions:

a. Speed Limits: Speed limits will be strictly enforced in the LTA.

1. Wheeled vehicles:  20 MPH (30 KPH)

2. When passing troops: 10 MPH (15 KPH)

2. Coleman/Blumenau:  The only authorized entrance to the LTA from Coleman is by traveling through Blumenau in the direction of Lampertheim.  Prior to entering the city of Lampertheim, there is a sign posted indicating the direction into the LTA.  This entrance is limited to vehicles 2 1/2 ton and smaller.  Convoys (5 vehicles or more) and vehicles larger than 2 1/2 tons must utilize the Sullivan Barracks tank trail.

        (3)  Sullivan Barracks tank trail:  No personnel or vehicles will leave the tank trail for any reason between the gate of Sullivan and the Autobahn (A6) underpass.  The area on both sides of this road is off limits and not part of the LTA.

    b.  Restrictions:  Things a unit can not do or actions that are limited:

        (1)  Gas Lines/Power Lines:  The gas lines in the LTA are clearly marked with bilingual signs.  The following regulations apply:

           (a)  Crossing at other than authorized points is prohibited.

           (b)  No training is authorized within 10 meters of the gas lines or the high-tension lines.  All roads under power lines and over the gas pipelines are OFF LIMITS.

        (2)  In the absence of signs to the contrary, vehicles on the main tank trail have the right-of-way.

        (3)  Blackout drive may be used while conducting tactical movement.  Vehicles encountering a column using blackout drive will switch to blackout drive or parking lights until column passes.  Night Vision Goggle (NVG) drivers training will be IAW USAREUR regulation 350-1 and Training Circular 1-104.

        (4)  All vehicles entering the LTA for unscheduled training must obtain Range Control approval prior to entry.  This includes events as driver’s training, road tests, area recon and convoy operations without signing for a scheduled area.

        (5)  Refueling:  Refueling of vehicles in the LTA is strictly forbidden.  Loaded POL vehicles are not authorized in the LTA.  Unloaded POL vehicles may be permitted in the LTA ONLY after being inspected by Range Control.  Five-gallon fuel cans are authorized in the LTA ONLY for tent stoves, generators and field mess operations.  This authorization may be withdrawn if extreme caution is not exercised to avoid spillage on to the ground.  No fuel cans will be hung or attached to trees.  Drip pans are required for each stove and each parked vehicle.
        (6)  Government Owned Vehicles/Rental Cars:  No government owned or rental vehicles with civilian plates will enter the LTA without a sign stating “OFFICIAL US VEHICLE”.  The letters should be at least two (2) inches in height.  The sign will be placed in the front of the driver’s position at the windshield.  Range Control will be informed prior to vehicle’s entry into the LTA.

        (7)  Portable latrines will not be moved within the training areas.  Unauthorized movement results in overflowing latrines and the contractor services latrines at standard locations.  No field latrines will be constructed at any time.

        (8)  Special care will be taken when digging foxholes or individual fighting positions.  Do not dig close to trees.  No tree roots will be cut, regardless how small.  Ensure no tree limbs are cut or stacked lumber is used.  All holes will be closed only with sand or dirt.

        (9)  No vehicular maintenance will be performed while in the LTA.

7.  Off-Limits Areas:
    a.  General.  Some off limits areas are shown on the LTA special edition map.  Unscheduled ranges and training areas will be considered off limits.  In addition, the below listed facilities are off limits:

    b.  All bivouac sites except to scheduled using units.

    c.  All non-military structures.

    d.  The German Boy Scout Hut (MV 676940).

    e.  Deer hunting stands and adjacent grass feeding areas.

    f.  The John Deere test facility (MV 646920)

    g.  Autobahns:  All autobahns and bridges that cross any autobahn are off limits.  The only authorized crossing of the Mannheim-Saarbruecken autobahn is the underpass located at MV 669896.   

    h.  Safety Zones behind live fire ranges.

    i.  Any area that is so marked by signs.

    j.  Cut timber and piles of wood are not US Army property.  Woodpiles are off limits to military personnel.

    k.  Watershed Areas (Wasserschutzgebiet):  The southern boundary of the LTA is the A-6 Autobahn.  Areas south of the autobahn to Sullivan barracks are “off limits” to all training.  The only exception is the tank trail from Sullivan barracks to the LTA.  Training area 2A is also a water protection area.  Only dismounted operations are authorized.  No bivouacking is allowed.

8.  Reporting of Accidents/Incidents:
    a.  Initial Report.  Any person involved in/or seeing an accident/incident will report the following data immediately to Range Control during duty hours (47.30 FM):

        (1)  Name, grade, location and unit of person calling.

        (2)  Type of accident/incident and location.

        (3)  Persons injured and extent of injuries.

    b.  Oral Reports.  Units involved in an accident/incident will furnish an oral report immediately to Range Control and will include:

        (1)  Unit, date and location of accident/incident.

        (2)  Cause.

        (3)  Name, grade and unit of witness or witnesses.

        (4)  Extent of injuries and damage.

    c.  Written Reports.  Written reports are required on incidents involving personal injuries, equipment damage, alcohol, maneuver damage or other host nation property damage.

    d. Fire and Accidents Involving Weapons, Ammunition or Explosives (AA&E).

        (1)  Fires involving AA&E must be reported IAW paragraph 5, USAREUR Reg 420-90.  Preliminary reports will be made as soon as possible.

        (2)  Any accident involving weapons, ammunition, or explosives must be reported to Range Control immediately.

        (3)  If a weapon was involved, halt the firing of all like weapons until it is determined that the ammunition used was not at fault.

9.  Fire Prevention:

    a.  Weather conditions create a high fire risk throughout the LTA.  Fires in the training area endanger military and civilian personnel, destroy the ecology and cause the loss of valuable training time.  To minimize the potential fire hazard, units training in the LTA will follow the following procedures:

        (1)  Open fires are not permitted at any time in the LTA.  No grills or other cookout equipment are allowed within the LTA.  Serviceable, military issue tent stoves (with licensed operators) and unit field mess stoves are authorized for use with proper fire precautions (i.e. sandbox, fire guard, fire extinguisher, etc.).

   (2)  Unit commanders will ensure that all soldiers are made aware of the hazard created by the careless discarding of matches, cigarettes and other flammable materials.

        (3)  Pyrotechnics (including smoke grenades and smoke generators) are not authorized without the written approval of Range Control.  Use of all aerial flares, hand or weapon launched, is strictly forbidden.  Extreme caution will be used during the employment of any pyrotechnics.  See Annex C, para 6 of this SOP.

        (4)  Prior to live firing at any range, the following fire fighting equipment will be present:

        (a)  2 shovels and 2 rakes

        (b)  2 fire extinguishers equal to 20 lb. BC type

   (c)  5 gallons of water

10.  Preservation of Wildlife, Forested and Watershed areas:
    a.  Wildlife:  The hunting or tampering with wildlife in the LTA is prohibited.

    b.  Forested Areas/Bivouac areas:

        (1)  Bivouac areas will be used for all tactical operations in the LTA.  All digging of foxholes/fighting positions, parking of vehicles, mess operations will be within the designated bivouac areas.

        (2)  Wheeled vehicles will be driven with care in wooded areas to minimize damage.  Vehicle operational restrictions are subject to change.  Contact Range Control for specific maneuver restrictions.     

        (3)  Trees and shrubs will not be needlessly damaged.  Pyrotechnics or signs will not be nailed to trees or shrubs.  Trees will not be cut down and live branches will not be cut away for any reason.

     (4)  All fallen timber will be reported to Range Control ASAP.  No vehicles will be driven over fallen trees.

11.  Privately Owned Vehicles (POVs) and Privately Owned Weapons (POWs):
    a.  POVs are prohibited in the LTA without written permission from Chief of Range Control.

    b.  Privately owned weapons will not be carried or fired in the LTA.

12.  Portable Chemical Latrines and Field Sanitation:  

        All individual unit contracts for additional portable latrines must be made through the unit’s S-4.  Coordination with range control will be made prior to placing additional portable latrines within the LTA; All additional latrines will be removed from the LTA within three (3) working days after the unit clears from the LTA.

13.  Bivouac Operations:
    a.  Each authorized bivouac area is clearly defined with large blue bands on the trees showing the outer edge of the bivouac area.

    b.  Units conducting training in each bivouac area will ensure that vehicles are ground guided into tactical positions.   No vehicle will be driven off any authorized road or through the trees.  All vehicles will have drip pans in place when parked.  

Annex C (Use of Training Facilities) to TSC-Mannheim, 7th ATC SOP
1.  Purpose:  This annex prescribes procedures for LTA training facilities use:

    a.  Appendix 1:  Minimum personnel/grade requirements.

    b.  Appendix 2:  Direct fire ranges.

    c.  Appendix 3:  Non-firing and special training facilities.

2.  Safety.  Commanders of units using the LTA training facilities are responsible for fulfilling applicable safety requirements of AR 385-62, AR 385-63 and USAREUR Supplement 1 to AR 385-63; USAREUR Reg 420-90 and this SOP before using training facilities (publications are available on the 5th Signal Command Webb site under publications).

3.  Officers in Charge and Safety Officers:
    a.  Each unit using a training facility will designate an OIC/NCOIC to be responsible for the safe conduct of training and proper use of the facility.

    b.  All OIC/NCOICs will be LTA/Range certified.

    c.  There will be a separate LTA certified OIC/NCOIC for each live fire range (TCT/M203) and NBC chamber.

    d.  When required by Appendix 1, this Annex, the OIC/NCOIC will appoint a safety officer to assist in control of training. 

    e.  Personnel performing Safety Officer duties on live fire ranges will not have any additional duties or responsibilities.

    f.  The OIC/NCOIC will be present whenever the range or a training area is occupied.  Additionally, he/she will be continuously available to the Range Control communications systems.

    g.  Training units may appoint additional safety officers as necessary for the safe conduct of training.

    h.  AR 385-63, Ch4, outlines specific duties of OIC, Range Safety Officer (RSO) and NCOIC

4.  Medical Support and Evacuation Procedures:
    a.  Annex D, this SOP outlines medical evacuation procedures.  All OIC/NCOICs and medical personnel will be thoroughly familiar with the provisions of Annex D.

    b.  When supporting a training facility, medical personnel must have a copy of Annex D and a map (sketch map is acceptable) of the route to the Coleman or Sullivan Dispensary in their possession.

5.  Communications:
    a.  Units using direct fire ranges and training areas will maintain radio communications with range Control (47.30 MHz) during duty hours (0730-1600).  If any unit in training discovers a loss of communications, they must place themselves in a cease-fire or “dry” status until communications with Range Control have been re-established.  Each live fire range will have a separate operational radio.

    b.  The following standard call is required during operations in the LTA:

        (1)  Permission to enter the LTA.

        (2)  Permission to occupy a schedule facility/area.

        (3)  Permission to go “wet” (fire) on a live fire range.

        (4)  Permission to go “dry” (cease-fire) on a live fire range.

        (5)  Permission to clear a facility/area.

        (6)  Permission to recon or survey a facility/area.

    c.  Units desiring entrance into the LTA after duty hours will make prior coordination with range Control for approval to enter the LTA.

6.  Pyrotechnics Care and Handling:  Pyrotechnics may be used in the LTA only with prior written approval of Range Control.

    a.  Care and handling of pyrotechnics, particularly those classified as simulators, will be closely supervised.

    b.  During training, the location of dud or abandoned pyrotechnics and blank ammunition will be reported to Range Control immediately.

    c.  Units using pyrotechnics and blank ammunition will ensure strict control and accountability of these items.  Any pyrotechnics emplaced, used or unused must be removed from the training area immediately upon completion of training.

    d.  No simulators of any type will be attached to trees.

    e.  No simulators will be used at a distance closer than 100 meters from personnel/equipment.  Blank ammunition will not be fired closer than 25 meters at personnel.  No simulators will be thrown from vehicles.

    f.  Red smoke is reserved for emergencies only.

    g.  No aerial flares of any type.  Booby traps will not be attached to any trees.

    h.  Noise producing pyrotechnics or simulators (i.e. 7.62mm blanks, 50 cal blanks, Atweiss, etc.) are not authorized after 2100 hours or dark, whichever comes first.

    i.  All debris from pyrotechnics including smoke grenade canisters must be policed as soon as the canister cools.

    j.  Range Control can withdraw approval up to the day of use due to weather conditions.

7.  Tactical employment of wire:
    a.  The use of military tactical barbed or concertina wire must be carefully planned during LTA exercises.

    b.  Due to the daily use by forestry workers and by local nationals, all wire deployed will be marked with white engineer tape.

    c.  All deployed wire that blocks any forest road must have a permanent guard at that point.  The main roads will not be blocked at any time. The guard will open the wire for all Range Control and Forstmeister personnel to pass through on demand.

    d.  Tactical wire will only be employed within the assigned bivouac areas.  Request for exceptions to policy must be submitted in advance to Range Control for approval.

8.  Landline (DSN) telephone use:
    a.  The one DSN junction box within the LTA is located in the bivouac area of 6C (MV 653917).

    b.  Approval and hookup instructions are obtained by contacting 2d SIG Telephone Exchange at DSN 380-4501/4502/4503.  

    c.  Each unit is responsible to lay the telephone line from area 6C to their assigned bivouac area.  Each unit will pick up all wire prior to clearing the LTA.  The unit’s wire person should check with Range Control prior to installing any telephone wire in the LTA.

    d.  Installation of telephone wire will not hinder another unit’s training missions.  NO wire will be buried without prior 

approval from Range Control.  Wire will not be nailed or stapled to any tree.  Wire crossing any forest road must be overhead.
Annex C (Use of Training Facilities) to TSC-Mannheim, 7th ATC SOP
1.  Purpose:  This annex prescribes procedures for LTA training facilities use:

    a.  Appendix 1:  Minimum personnel/grade requirements.

    b.  Appendix 2:  Direct fire ranges.

    c.  Appendix 3:  Non-firing and special training facilities.

2.  Safety.  Commanders of units using the LTA training facilities are responsible for fulfilling applicable safety requirements of AR 385-62, AR 385-63 and USAREUR Supplement 1 to AR 385-63; USAREUR Reg 420-90 and this SOP before using training facilities (publications are available on the 5th Signal Command Webb site under publications).

3.  Officers in Charge and Safety Officers:
    a.  Each unit using a training facility will designate an OIC/NCOIC to be responsible for the safe conduct of training and proper use of the facility.

    b.  All OIC/NCOICs will be LTA/Range certified.

    c.  There will be a separate LTA certified OIC/NCOIC for each live fire range (TCT/M203) and NBC chamber.

    d.  When required by Appendix 1, this Annex, the OIC/NCOIC will appoint a safety officer to assist in control of training. 

    e.  Personnel performing Safety Officer duties on live fire ranges will not have any additional duties or responsibilities.

    f.  The OIC/NCOIC will be present whenever the range or a training area is occupied.  Additionally, he/she will be continuously available to the Range Control communications systems.

    g.  Training units may appoint additional safety officers as necessary for the safe conduct of training.

    h.  AR 385-63, Ch4, outlines specific duties of OIC, Range Safety Officer (RSO) and NCOIC

4.  Medical Support and Evacuation Procedures:
    a.  Annex D, this SOP outlines medical evacuation procedures.  All OIC/NCOICs and medical personnel will be thoroughly familiar with the provisions of Annex D.

    b.  When supporting a training facility, medical personnel must have a copy of Annex D and a map (sketch map is acceptable) of the route to the Coleman or Sullivan Dispensary in their possession.

5.  Communications:
    a.  Units using direct fire ranges and training areas will maintain radio communications with range Control (47.30 MHz) during duty hours (0730-1600).  If any unit in training discovers a loss of communications, they must place themselves in a cease-fire or “dry” status until communications with Range Control have been re-established.  Each live fire range will have a separate operational radio.

    b.  The following standard call is required during operations in the LTA:

        (1)  Permission to enter the LTA.

        (2)  Permission to occupy a schedule facility/area.

        (3)  Permission to go “wet” (fire) on a live fire range.

        (4)  Permission to go “dry” (cease-fire) on a live fire range.

        (5)  Permission to clear a facility/area.

        (6)  Permission to recon or survey a facility/area.

    c.  Units desiring entrance into the LTA after duty hours will make prior coordination with range Control for approval to enter the LTA.

6.  Pyrotechnics Care and Handling:  Pyrotechnics may be used in the LTA only with prior written approval of Range Control.

    a.  Care and handling of pyrotechnics, particularly those classified as simulators, will be closely supervised.

    b.  During training, the location of dud or abandoned pyrotechnics and blank ammunition will be reported to Range Control immediately.

    c.  Units using pyrotechnics and blank ammunition will ensure strict control and accountability of these items.  Any pyrotechnics emplaced, used or unused must be removed from the training area immediately upon completion of training.

    d.  No simulators of any type will be attached to trees.

    e.  No simulators will be used at a distance closer than 100 meters from personnel/equipment.  Blank ammunition will not be fired closer than 25 meters at personnel.  No simulators will be thrown from vehicles.

    f.  Red smoke is reserved for emergencies only.

    g.  No aerial flares of any type.  Booby traps will not be attached to any trees.

    h.  Noise producing pyrotechnics or simulators (i.e. 7.62mm blanks, 50 cal blanks, Atweiss, etc.) are not authorized after 2100 hours or dark, whichever comes first.

    i.  All debris from pyrotechnics including smoke grenade canisters must be policed as soon as the canister cools.

    j.  Range Control can withdraw approval up to the day of use due to weather conditions.

7.  Tactical employment of wire:
    a.  The use of military tactical barbed or concertina wire must be carefully planned during LTA exercises.

    b.  Due to the daily use by forestry workers and by local nationals, all wire deployed will be marked with white engineer tape.

    c.  All deployed wire that blocks any forest road must have a permanent guard at that point.  The main roads will not be blocked at any time. The guard will open the wire for all Range Control and Forstmeister personnel to pass through on demand.

    d.  Tactical wire will only be employed within the assigned bivouac areas.  Request for exceptions to policy must be submitted in advance to Range Control for approval.

8.  Landline (DSN) telephone use:
    a.  The one DSN junction box within the LTA is located in the bivouac area of 6C (MV 653917).

    b.  Approval and hookup instructions are obtained by contacting 2d SIG Telephone Exchange at DSN 380-4501/4502/4503.  

    c.  Each unit is responsible to lay the telephone line from area 6C to their assigned bivouac area.  Each unit will pick up all wire prior to clearing the LTA.  The unit’s wire person should check with Range Control prior to installing any telephone wire in the LTA.

    d.  Installation of telephone wire will not hinder another unit’s training missions.  NO wire will be buried without prior 

approval from Range Control.  Wire will not be nailed or stapled to any tree.  Wire crossing any forest road must be overhead.
    h.  AR 385-63, Ch4, outlines specific duties of OIC, Range Safety Officer (RSO) and NCOIC

Annex D (Medical Requirements and Evacuation Procedures) to TSC-Mannheim, 7th ATC SOP
1.
Purpose:  This annex prescribes procedures for medical safety precautions and evacuations from the LTA.

2.
Medical Support and Evacuation Procedures:  Each live fire training facility and NBC Chamber must have the following:


a.
A Medic or qualified combat lifesaver with certificate.


b.
The designated medic will be assigned no additional duties and will remain alert at all times.


c.
The designated medic will have in his/her possession an aid bag equipped with at least the equipment required by existing regulations.



d.  A vehicle capable of transporting a standard litter internally and a qualified driver.  The vehicle will not be loaded with any equipment other than medical items.

3.
Ground Ambulance Procedures.  Training units must ensure their designated medical individual knows the location of the Coleman or Sullivan Dispensary.  After duty hours and on weekends: Transport injured individual to the 95th Combat Hospital in Heidelberg for treatment. For more serious injury call (DSN 116) a German medical team will be dispatched.

5.
Medevac Procedures.  Medical evacuation must be requested from Range Control (47.30) during duty hours or the Medevac frequencies after duty hours, U.S. holidays and on weekends.  The following information must be provided:

a.
Requestor.


b.
Location of pick-up site.


c.
Patient condition, URGENT or PRIORITY.


d.
Special equipment required.


e.
Number of patients/injuries.


f.
LZ site markings.


g.
MEDEVAC Frequencies:

Annex E (Police of Facilities) to TSC-Mannheim, 7th ATC SOP
1.
Purpose:  The purpose of this annex is to prescribe procedures for policing LTA range areas and facilities.

2.
Training Facilities.  Using commanders and the OIC are responsible for maintaining and leaving each training facility in a satisfactory state of police.  Range control will conduct spot checks of units while in training.  If in an unsatisfactory state of police, the unit will be required to cease training until acceptable standards are met.  If a unit finds the facility already unsatisfactory upon occupation, the unit should notify Range Control immediately.  Once a unit has occupied a facility, it will accept full responsibilities for its police.

3.
Minimum standards for clearance of individual training areas:

a.
Duds and abandoned ammunition.  Duds, abandoned ammunition and pyrotechnics will be marked and reported to Range Control.


b.
Barbed wire, unmarked communications wire, abandoned equipment, brass casings, and other debris have been policed.


c.
Foxholes filled only with dirt or sand.  Buried trash must be uncovered, removed and the holes filled.


d.
Portable latrines policed of debris.


e.
Oil spills reported to Range Control and soil removed.  All ground POL contamination will be dug up and the contaminated earth will be taken to Coleman Barracks contamination collection area.


f.
Target areas.  All targets and residue will be removed.  Damaged target positions will be repaired.


g.
All signs, markers, and tape will be removed prior to clearance.

    h.
All maneuver damage (damage to trees, vehicle ruts through unauthorized area/s, digging in unauthorized area/s, etc.) will be reported to Range Control in writing prior to clearance.

Annex F (Aviation) to TSC-Mannheim, 7th ATC SOP
1.
General:  This annex covers all aircraft operations within the Lampertheim Local Training Area (LTA).  Safety and the prevention of environmental damage are key factors at all the times within the LTA.

2.
Operational Requirements:  There are three (3) categories of aviation operations allowed within the Lampertheim LTA excluding Emergency Medical Evacuation.


a.
Category One (1) is a single aircraft on a training flight or a single aircraft carrying a VIP/Training Inspector.  All local training flights will make land line communications with Range Control prior to departure from the airfield (DSN 382-5107).  If prior coordination is not feasible the aircraft commander will relay request through the Mannheim Army Airfield (DSN 382-5160).  If the requested LZ is within a training area signed for a ground unit must obtain prior approval before use by aircraft.  Range Control will attempt to gain authorization from the training element for use of the requested LZ.  Range Control will also offer another LZ in an unoccupied training area in order to speed approval process.  All VIP/Training Inspector aircraft must at least contact Range Control (FM 47.30) for coordination prior to entry into the LTA.  The only authorized entry/exit points are the Landing Zones listed in paragraph 4 of this annex. 


b.
Category Two (2) is aircraft operations in support of ground forces training.  All ground units, scheduling LTA training areas or ranges, will assume responsibility for support aircraft in their scheduled areas of operation.  The ground unit will, at least seven working days prior to scheduled training date, submit an overlay to Range Control.  The overlay will show the area of operation, date/time group of the operation, aircraft unit POC and telephone number, aircraft types, approach/departure routes and landing points.  If supporting aircraft must land in a nearby numbered training area, assigned to another unit, prior coordination is required. A joint coordination agreement will be submitted to Range Control with the overlay.  Ground units will ensure that the supporting aviation unit is clearly instructed to contact Range Control prior to the start of the operations for a required LTA briefing.


c.
Category Three (3) is quarterly scheduled aviation unit training.  Aviation units desiring to conduct unit training using aircraft will schedule with Range Control during the Quarterly Scheduling Conference.  At least seven working days prior to the start of training the unit will submit an overlay.  The overlay will show the area of operation, date/time group of the operation, type of aircraft, unit POC and telephone number, aircraft approach/departure routes and landing points 

3.
Air Guards:  All ranges using live ammunition will designate an air guard to warn of approaching aircraft.  Units using the M203 range will remain particular alert for aircraft.  All ranges will come to a cease-fire upon aircraft intrusion into the Range Safety Area.

5.
Aircraft Control Measures:

a.
The Commander, Coleman Army Airfield will:



(1)
Publicize procedures for control of aircraft in and around the Lampertheim Local Training Area.

 

(2)
Require aircraft operating in the LTA to maintain radio communication with Coleman Army Airfield Control Tower (142.65 MHZ) and Range Control (FM 47.30).



(3)
Require aircraft to contact Range Control (FM 47.30) prior to entering the LTA or dropping below 1300 MSL when overflying the LTA.



(4)
Warn transit pilot that the Lampertheim Local Training Area will not be entered without approval of Range Control.


b.
Air Traffic Control, E Company, 3/58th Aviation, provides Coleman Air Traffic Control for the Coleman area and the LTA.  The Coleman Airfield Air traffic Controllers will:

Control aircraft IWA published procedures for flights in and around the LTA.



(2)
Maintain radio contact and provide Air Traffic Control services to aircraft operating in the LTA.



(3)
Inform VFR aircraft not to over fly the LTA below 1300’ MSL while ranges are active.



(4)
Grant no aircraft permission to enter the LTA without the prior approval of Range Control.


c.
The TSC-Mannheim, 7th ATC, Range Control will:


(1)
Notify Coleman Airfield Operations when live fire is being conducted on a daily basis and each time the range status changes.



(2)
Include aircraft operations procedures in the monthly Certification Training Classes.



(3)
Deny LTA entry authorization to any aircraft in violation of this SOP.

Annex G (Weaponeer) to TSC-Mannheim, 7th ATC LTA SOP
1.
MARKSMANSHIP TRAINING DEVICES:

a.
Primary Use:  Remedial rifle marksmanship training.


b.
Secondary Use:  Sustaining marksmanship training.


c.
Description:  The Weaponeer is a standard M16A2 rifle interfaced with computer controlled scaled target system to simulate live fire.

2.
WEAPONS TRAINING AREA: Located on 2d floor, building #50 on Coleman Barracks. This area contains four (4) Weaponeers. These Weaponeers are available for units to use for training. Unit representatives will report to Range Control and be briefed and sign for training aids on day of training OIC/NCOIC must remain at the training site at all times.

3.
Weaponeer 2 (one M16A2): Located in Bldg. 50, Coleman Barracks. This Weaponeer is used by Range Control Personnel to certify personnel as instructions. Users must be present no later than 1330 hours on the scheduled day of training, no less than three (03) or more then five (05) personnel at a time due to limited space.
4.  Special Instructions for weapons training areas:

    Upon completion of training the OIC/NCOIC will ensure the area is cleaned and inspected by Range Control prior to soldier's departure.

Annex H (Environmental Policy) to TSC-Mannheim, 7th ATC LTA SOP
1.  ANNEX H, (Environmental Policy) will be published and added to this SOP in the near future.

2.  There is Environmental information provided in various annex's located in this SOP, which will provide guidance for using units until annex H is published.

ANNEX K  (Grunstadt Communications Training Site) to TSC-Mannheim, 7th ATC LTA SOP
1.  Purpose:  This annex prescribes special procedures for scheduling and training, applicable only to the Grunstadt Communications Training Site. All other aspects of the LTA SOP apply except those specifically detailed in this annex.

2.  Usage Authorization: This site is used only for signal units conducting signal type training and signal equipment fielding.  

3.  Facilities:  Has no latrine facilities; therefore, units must provide their own latrine facilities by contracting Porta-Potties before occupying the training site.  Units will not be allowed to occupy the training area without Porta-Potties being on site.

4.  Restrictions:  All training will be conducted within the boundaries of the training site.  Training units will not erect obstacles, barriers, park vehicles or conduct any type activities outside the training site boundaries.  Boundary of the training site is the existing fence around the site.

5.  Communications:  This SOP requires training units training within the LTA to maintain contact with range control via FM radio at all times; however, units occupying the Grunstadt Training Site are exempt from this requirement. Units training on this site may maintain contact via radio or by landline, cell phone, etc.  Any type communications is acceptable, as long as the Range Control Operations can contact the unit during their occupation of the site.

6. Off Limits Areas: The paint ball site is controlled by Moral Welfare and recreation (MWR), and is off limits to units training at the site. The area is marked and easily identified.

Appendix 1 (Minimum Personnel/Grade requirements) to Annex C (Use of Training Facilities) to TSC-Mannheim, 7th ATC LTA SOP
1.  Separate company/battalion/squadron commanders will designate an Officer in Charge (OIC) or Noncommissioned Officer in Charge (NCOIC) to be responsible for the safe conduct of training and proper use of facilities.  The OIC will be a commissioned officer; warrant officer or senior noncommissioned officer as specified in USAREUR Supl 1 to AR 385-63.  The OIC will appoint a Safety Officer (SO) or Safety Noncommissioned Officer (SNCO) to assist in the performance of duties. (USAREUR Supplement 1 to AR 385-63)

2.  Qualification requirements for an OIC or RSO:


a.  Requirements for OIC/RSO of a live firing range and NBC chamber is outlined in USAREUR Supl 1 to AR 385-63, Table 4-2, Page 6.


b.  In addition to the requirements of the above-cited reference the individual must be certified by Range Control, TSC-Mannheim, 7th ATC.
     c.  Range Control conducts a Certification Course the first and third Tuesday of each month, 1300 hrs, Bldg. 50, Coleman Barracks


d.  IAW USAREUR Supl 1, to AR 385-63 the Battalion Commander must certify all personnel, whom will act as OIC, NCOIC or RSO of a live firing range in writing.  A copy of this memorandum will be kept on file at Range Control.

Appendix 3 (Use of Non-Firing and Special Facilities) to Annex C (Use of training Facilities) to TSC-Mannheim, 7th ATC LTA SOP
1.  Purpose:  This appendix prescribes procedures for operation of training areas, bivouac sites, the NBC mask confidence site, the confidence obstacle course, the weaponeer rifle trainer and the Training Set forward Observer (TSFO)).

2.  Occupation of Facilities:
    a.  Occupation in a use status.  This status is used for occupation of all training facilities.  The facility must be scheduled in advance, signed for two working days prior to date of training as per LTA SOP and Range Control must give permission for occupation.  OIC, SO and medic requirements are listed in Appendix 1, 2 & 3, to Annex C.

    b.  Recon status.  This status is used when performing reconnaissance of a facility that is scheduled by the reconnoitering unit at a future date.  Recons will only be conducted by an LTA certified individual with FM radio and approved by Range Control in advance.  Recon status will not be credited as facility occupation.  Advance parties preparing for occupation by the main body of a scheduled facility should occupy the facility in a dry status.


c.  Occupation in a Guard Status.  This status is used in an area that is scheduled for a longer period than one day.  Training is stopped for the day/weekend, while government equipment will remain on site.  After duty hours, the guards must maintain radio contact with their unit.

3.  Clearing of Facilities:  Before requesting to clear an area or facility, the NCOIC/OIC will ensure that all areas have been thoroughly policed, all maneuver damage reported, and all excavations properly filled.  The NCOIC/OIC will then complete the Training Area Utilization report and return it to the range Patrol representative on site.

4.  Non-firing and Special Training Facilities:

a.  Training Areas:  Fourteen (14) training areas are available for scheduling unit tactical training.  Training Appendix 3 (Use of Non-Firing and Special Facilities) to Annex C (Use of training Facilities) to 293rd BSB LTA SOP
areas vary in size and terrain.  Training areas do not include range areas.

2A - Foot movement/small unit training.  This training area is in a water protection zone and therefore NO vehicles are authorized inside the training area.  There will be NO bivouacing of troops.  This area is excellent for squad tactics and dismounted land navigation.

3A - Used primarily for small unit combined arms training.  Has latrines and a small bivouac area.  Terrain is hilly and forest density varies from thin to moderately thick.

3B - Used only for signal units training and signal equipment fielding.  Has a latrine, but no bivouac area.   

4A - Used primarily for small unit combined arms training.  Has latrines and a small bivouac area.  Terrain is hilly and forest density varies from thin to moderately thick.  The Jaegerhaus is off-limits to all personnel.

4B - Used primarily for small unit combined arms training.  Has no latrines but does have a large bivouac area.  Terrain is flat and forest density varies from thin to moderately thick.

5A - Used primarily for small unit dismounted training.  No vehicles over 12 tons are allowed past the bivouac area due to gas pipelines.  Has latrines and good bivouac area.  

5B -  Small wooded area.  Only used for small antenna training. A large portion of this training area is off-limits due to re-forestation and the areas are clearly marked.  This training area does not have any latrines or bivouac site.    

6A - Used primarily for small unit combined arms training.  Has latrines and a large bivouac area.  Terrain is flat and forest density varies from thin to moderately thick.  No training is authorized within 100 meters of the M203 range located in the northern edge of the training area.

Appendix 3 (Use of Non-Firing and Special Facilities) to Annex C (Use of training Facilities) to TSC-Mannheim, 7th ATC LTA SOP
6B - Used primarily for small unit combined arms training.  Has latrines and a large bivouac area.  Terrain is flat and forest density varies from thin to moderately thick. 

6C - Large training area with diverse terrain and forest density.  Concrete landing zone is located in the southern area of the training area and is off limits to vehicles.  The large open, sandy area is excellent for tactical vehicle cross-country training as well as vehicle recovery operations.  Junction box for all DSN telephone operations is also located in this training area.

6D - Used primarily for small unit combined arms training.  Has latrines and a small bivouac area.

7A - Large training area with diverse terrain and forest density.  Landing zone is located in the northern area of the training area and is off limits to vehicle parking.  No training within the safety area of the TCT range or NBC chamber when occupied.

7B - Used primarily for small unit combined arms training.  Has no latrines and a small bivouac area.  Terrain is flat and forest density varies from thin to moderately thick.  The German Boy Scout hut is off-limits to training personnel as well as the tree nurseries located in this area.

7C - Used primarily for small unit combined arms training.  Has latrines and a small bivouac area. Terrain varies and forest density varies from thin to moderately thick.

b.  Mask Confidence Site:  Coordinates MV673936


    (1)  A school trained NBC officer or NCO with MOS (54B) will be present during all mask confidence exercises.  The NCOIC/OIC will:


        (a)  Ensure that a medical vehicle with a designated medic or Combat LifeSaver with certificate is on hand when the exercise is being conducted.  All designated 
medical personnel will have their masks immediately available.

            (b)  Supervise preparation of chamber.

            (c)  Supervise conduct of exercises.

            (d)  Supervise build up of the concentration of agent for the exercise.




(e)  Ensure that the chamber is properly ventilated and open the chamber for ventilation after the exercise (minimum 30 minutes).




(f)  Brief instructors and assistant instructors.



(2)  Requirements:  For all training, the following personnel/ equipment will be present:




(a)  NCOIC/OIC signed for facility




(b)  NBC qualified (54B) instructor




(c)  Designated medic and medical vehicle




(d)  Ten (10) gallons of potable water for emergency use


c.  Obstacle Course/Confidence Course:  Coordinates MV619901



(1)  Use:  Confidence building and physical conditioning.



(2)  For description and use of this facility, refer to FM 21-30.  



(3)  Occupation, use and scheduling is IAW this SOP for.
